NOTICE OF THE EXTRAORDINARY GENERAL MEETING 
OF ICI PAKISTAN LIMITED

Notice is hereby given that an Extraordinary General Meeting (EOGM) of ICI Pakistan Limited (the 
“Company”) will be held on March 21, 2022 at 10:00 A.M. at ICI House, 5-West Wharf, Karachi and 
through video-conferencing.

Instructions with regard to participation appear in the notes below. While convening the EOGM, the 
Company will observe the quorum provisions and will comply with regulatory requirements.

SPECIAL BUSINESS:
1. To consider and, if deemed fit, approve by way of special resolution, an equity investment of up 

to PKR 4,600,000,000 (Pak Rupees Four Billion Six Hundred Million), by way of subscription of 
up to 460,000,000 (Four Hundred Sixty Million) ordinary shares in a proposed company to be 
incorporated jointly with Tariq Glass Industries Limited (“TGIL”) (“JVCO”), at a face value of PKR 
10/- (Pak Rupees Ten), in accordance with Section 199 of the Companies Act, 2017, and in that 
connection to pass the following resolutions (with or without modification):

  “RESOLVED THAT in accordance with Section 199 of the Companies Act, 2017, the Company 
be and is hereby authorized to make an equity investment of up to PKR 4,600,000,000 (Pak Rupee 
Four Billion Six Hundred Million) by way of subscription of up to 460,000,000 (Four Hundred Sixty 
Million) ordinary shares in the JVCO, at a face value of PKR 10/- (Pak Rupees Ten) each, including 
through subscription of shares required at the time of incorporation of the JVCO and through 
subsequent subscription to right shares, in such tranches and at such times as may be offered by 
the JVCO. 

  FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Chief Executive Officer, and/or the Company Secretary and 
General Counsel, and/or the Chief Financial Officer of the Company, be and are hereby, jointly 
and/or severally, authorized to prepare, finalize, execute and file all necessary documents, and take 
all necessary steps and to do all such acts deeds and things for and on behalf of, and in the name 
of the Company, as may be necessary or required as they may think fit for or in connection with or 
incidental for the purposes of the above-mentioned resolution, as well as carry out any other act 
or step which may be ancillary and / or incidental to do the above and necessary to fully achieve 
the objects of the aforesaid resolution.”

Attached to this notice is a Statement of Material Facts covering the above-mentioned special business, 
as required under Section 134(3) of the Companies Act, 2017.



4. Guidelines for Central Depository Company of Pakistan Limited (‘CDC’) Investor 
Account Holders:

 CDC Investor Account Holders will further have to follow the under-mentioned guidelines as 
laid down in Circular No. 1 dated January 26, 2000, issued by the Securities and Exchange 
Commission of Pakistan (SECP).

 (v) In case of a corporate entity, the Board of Directors’ resolution / power of attorney 
with specimen signature shall be submitted (unless it has been provided earlier) along 
with proxy form to the Company through email (as mentioned in the notes).

5. Conversion of Physical Shares into Book Entry Form:

CSD/ED/Misc/2016- 639-640 dated March 26, 2021 has advised listed companies to adhere 
to provisions of section 72 of the Companies Act, 2017 (“the Act”) by replacing physical shares 
issued by them into book entry form. 

 The shareholders of ICI Pakistan Limited having physical folios / share certificates are requested 
to convert their shares from physical form into book-entry form as soon as possible. The 
shareholders may contact their Broker, CDC Participant or CDC Investor Account Service 
Provider for assistance in opening a CDS Account and subsequent induction of the physical 
shares into book-entry form.

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Statement of Material Facts under Section 134 (3) of the Companies Act, 2017

This statement is being furnished in terms of the requirement under Section 134 (3) of the Companies 
Act, 2017, setting out material facts concerning the Special Business to be transacted at the 
Extraordinary General Meeting (EOGM) of ICI Pakistan Limited (the “Company”) to be held on March 
21, 2022 at 10:00 a.m. at ICI House, 5-West Wharf, Karachi and through video-conferencing.

The Company seeks approval from its Shareholders to pass the Special Resolutions allowing an 
investment of up to PKR 4,600,000,000 (Pak Rupees Four Billion Six Hundred Million) in the proposed 
JVCO (defined below) pursuant to Section 199 of the Companies Act, 2017. 

The Company wishes to set up a state of the art float glass manufacturing facility with Tariq Glass 
Industries Limited (“TGIL”) with a production capacity of up to 1,000 metric tons per day, to be set 
up in two phases, each having a production capacity of 500 metric tons per day each, via formation 
of a joint venture company (“JVCO”). The shareholding of the Company in the JVCO shall be 51%. 
Currently, the JVCO has not been incorporated and a prior approval is requested from the members 
to make an equity investment of up to PKR 4,600,000,000 (Pak Rupee Four Billion Six Hundred 
Million) by way of subscription of up to 460,000,000 (Four Hundred Sixty Million) ordinary shares of 
the JVCO, with face value of PKR 10/- (Pak Rupees Ten) each.

The investment shall be made by way of subscribing up to 460,000,000 (Four Hundred Sixty Million) 
ordinary shares of the JVCO, including through subscription of shares required at the time of 
incorporation of the JVCO and through subsequent subscription to right shares, in such tranches 
and at such times as may be offered by the JVCO.

No director has any direct or indirect interest in the proposed investment besides being the nominees 
of the Company to be on the Board of the JVCO, once incorporated.

The Company and TGIL intend to jointly incorporate a company which 
will set up a state-of-the-art float glass manufacturing facility having a 
production capacity of up to 1,000 metric tons per day, set up in two 
phases of 500 metric tons each. The Parties have signed a Joint 
Venture and Shareholders’ Agreement dated 18.02.2022 that shall 
govern such arrangement between the Company and TGIL.

The first phase of the project will start after incorporation of JVCO and 
expected to complete by the end of FY 2023-2024.

The first phase of the project is expected to become commercially 
operational during the FY 2024-2025.

The first phase of the project is expected to start generating profits 
from the FY 2025-2026.

Total funds to be invested by the Company for the first phase of the 
project are up to  PKR 4,600,000,000 (Pak Rupees Four Billion Six 
Hundred Million) of which PKR 510,000,000 (Pak Rupees Five 
Hundred and Ten Million) will be invested at the time of incorporation 
and the remaining to be subscribed from time to time over a period of 
36 months, as offered by the JVCO.

The maximum investment for the first phase of the project would be 
up to PKR 4,600,000,000 (Pak Rupees Four Billion Six Hundred 
Million) in tranches from time to time as offered by JVCO.

The investment will be utilized to set up the glass manufacturing plant, 
and fund other ancillary expenses of the JVCO. Through this investment, 
the Company will be creating synergies and diversifying its existing 
portfolio. The investment is expected to result in dividend income which 
will enhance the profitability of the Company. The investment will be made 
at the time of incorporation and thereafter at such times as required.

A combination of debt and internally generated funds will be utilized for 
the investment.

(i) Investment is expected to generate healthy returns and 
low-gearing levels of the Company justify the investment through 
debt.

(ii) Debt will be secured against the Company’s existing assets.

(iii) Returns from the investment are expected to be higher than the 
cost of debt and internally generated funds.

The Company and TGIL entered into a Joint Venture and Shareholders’ 
Agreement on 18.02.2022.

a. ICI Pakistan – 51% 
b. TGIL – 49%

The project will be financed through debt and equity.
