The existing provision that necessitates members’ approval in a general meeting for capitalizing reserves should be revised.
Currently, obtaining approval from members for capitalizing reserves is a time-consuming and costly process, especially
when the Board of Directors recommends issuing bonus shares. To address this, it is proposed to amend Article 102 and
Avrticle 103 of the Company’s Articles of Association. The suggested modification would authorize the Board of Directors to
make decisions regarding the capitalization of reserves. This change will streamline the process of issuing fully paid shares
or debentures by the Company. The comparison of existing articles (i.e., Article 102 and Article 103 of Articles of Association

of the Company) with the proposed is as under:
