9. APPOINTMENT OF SCRUTINISER
Securilies and Exchange Commission of Pakistan (SECP) to the Listed Companies (Code of Corporale Governance) Regulations, 2019 and Companies (Posial
Ballot) Regulations, 2018 through S5.R.0. 454(1//2025 and 5.R.0. 453{1)/2025 In accordance with the Requlation 11 of the Regulations, the Board of the Company
has appointed M/s Kreston Hyder Bhimiji & Co. Chartered Accountants, a QCR rated audit firm, to act as the Scrutinizer of the Company for the Special Businesses to
be transacted in the meeting and to undertake other responsibilities as defined in Regulation 11Aof the Regulations.

10. RESTRICTION ONDISTRIBUTION OF GIFTS
In accordance with the directive issued by the SECP vide its SRO 452(1)/2025 dated March 17, 2025 the company would like to inform all the shareholders that no gifts
will be distributed at the AGM.

11. UNCLAIMED DIVIDEND

As per the provision of section 244 of the Companies Act, 2017, any shares issued or dividend declared by the Company which have remained unclaimediunpaid for a
peniod of three years from the date on which it was due and payable are required to be deposited with the Commission for the credit of Federal Government after issuance
of notices to the shareholders o file their claim. The details of the shares issued and dividend declared by the Company which have remained due for more than three
years was sent to shareholders. Shareholders are requested to ensure that their claims for unclaimed dividend and shares are lodged timely. In case, no claim is lodged
with the Company in the given time, the Company shall after giving nolice in newspaper proceed to deposit the unclaimed/unpaid amount and shares with the Federal
Government pursuant to the provision of Section 244 (2) of Companies Act, 2017.

12. CONVERSATION OF PHYSICAL SHARES INTO BOOK ENTRY FORM
The shareholders heaving physical shares may open CDC Sub-account with any of the broker or Investor Account directly by with the Cenfral Depository Company
{CDC) of Pakistan Limited to have their physical shares converted into electronic form. This will facilitate then in many way including safe custody. Further with the
requirement of Section 72 of Companies Act, 2017, every exisling company having share capital required to replace its physical shares with book-enlry form in a manner
as may be specified and from the date notified by SECP, within a period not exceeding four years from the commence of the Act.
The Securitas and Exchange Commission of Pakistan through its circular # CSD/ED/Misce/2016-639-640 dated March 26, 2021 has advised the listed companies to
pursue their such members who still hold shares in physical form, to convert their shares into book entry form.

15. TAX ON ISSUANCE OF BONUS SHARES UNDER FINANCE ACT, 2023
Effectively July 01, 2023, companies are required to collect 10% tax from the shareholders at the time of issuance of bonus shares, which shall be final tax on such
income of the shareholders. The rate of tax for inactive taxpayer is 20%.
The value of bonus shares shall be taken as equivalent to day-end price on the first day of book closure.
In case of non-payment of tax by the shareholders, the company is required to dispose of shares lo the extent of the tax liability, to recover and deposit the tax.
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
